To The Citizens of Lebano n:  

We would like to give you a quick overview of some of the work thatôs been done over the 

past year. 

The first thing you will notice is the new town report.  We wanted to make it more interesting 

and readable.  You will notice several new inclusions such as salaries of town employees, 

photographs, vendor list, index, information on the schools, etc.  We hope you will find it 

helpful. 

During the budget process we requested from all department heads that they trim their 

budgets from FY 2008-2009. They stepped up and did a tremendous job presenting 

workable budgets that were reviewed by the Selectmen and Department Heads before 

submitting them to the Budget Committee for review. This was a long process and we thank 

everyone involved for their time working towards what we feel are very fair budgets.  

The transition to the new Town Office was exceptionally smooth and we are all very 

pleased with the extra space.  The entire staff is working more effectively and efficiently.  

We now have the ability to make credit card payments available for those of you who have 

requested this service.  Vehicle re-registration and boat registrations can now be done 

online by visiting the Town website. 

The old Town Office has been sold to two Lebanon residents.  They have not yet decided 

what the use will be but itôs nice to see the building will be utilized.

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We have adopted a new ñConflict of Interestò policy.  There were some issues brought to 

our attention this year that were easily solved by adopting this new policy. 

We are working on rewriting the Transfer Station Sticker policy in an attempt to more 

closely monitor that only residents with vehicles registered in Lebanon and seasonal 

residents are able to use the facility. 

In cooperation with Home Health Visiting Nurses of Southern Maine we have instituted free 

health clinics for Lebanon Seniors every other month with money from the Virge Atkins 

Fund.  Virge Atkins was a Lebanon resident who left a bequest in 1983 to the Visiting Nurse 

Service of Southern Maine, Inc. to offer help with healthcare related services/products to 

Lebanon Seniors.  If the clinics are successful, we will be able to offer them monthly.  Other 

services that may be offered are flu clinics, pneumonia vaccines, diabetic classes, etc. 

As some of you have noticed, we have a new sign in front of the Town Office.  Another is 

on order that will be attached to the building and will state ñGoodwin-Shapleigh Memorial 

Buildingò. 

Our new Town website, for those of you who have access to a computer, is up and running 

thanks to the volunteer work of Steve Endsley.  We think you will find it attractive and easy 

to use.  It will be added to and updated as time allows. Visit it at www.lebanon-me.org  

The Selectmenôs meetings are now regularly scheduled for the first and third Tuesday of 

the month at 6:30 pm.  If there are any changes or additional meetings are necessary, they 

will be posted on the website. 

The Department Heads now meet with the Selectmen once a month.  We have found this to 

be informative and helpful.  It has greatly improved communication between departments. 

We recently received our final payment for the ice storm of 2008 from FEMA (Federal 

Emergency Management Agency).  You will notice in the next few weeks that the roadside 

brush will be cleaned up and mowing will begin. 

If youôve been by the Town Office recently, you will notice our new fire pond next door.  

That space will also have a parking lot for employees and a walkway to the Town Office.  

We hope eventually, with help from volunteers to transform the area into space our citizens 

can use for walking, picnicking, ice skating, etc. 

We are now working in collaboration with Tom Ledue, Principal of Lebanon Elementary and 

Hanson Schools thanks to a grant Tom received to consolidate the Town Library with the 

school library so hours can be extended to year round.  This is a work in progress, but we 

are hopeful we can develop a workable plan. 

On behalf of the Board of Selectmen, we would like to give our heartfelt thanks to all the town 
employees and volunteers who so unselfishly give up their time to work to improve our town.  It is 
where we live and raise our families and itôs a town we can all be proud to call our own.

ANIMAL WELFARE: 
  The laws of the State of Maine require all dogs be licensed. Dog licenses are due and 
payable on January 1st of each year. Late fees are charged for all dogs licensed after January 31. Pet 
owners who have not licensed their dog(s) are placed on a warrant. Once the warrant is complete 
those owners are subject to a $25.00 late fee per dog. You are required to present a current rabies 
certificate and if the dog is neutered or spay, a certificate. There is a new rabies certificate, it is good 
in all States as long as the certificate has the Veterinarianôs embossed seal. The fee for the license is 
$11.00 for unaltered dogs both male and female, and $6.00 for neutered. We registered 1152 dogs 
last year. 
 
 
INLAND FISHERIES & WILDLIFE : 
HUNTING & FISHING LICENSES: 
  Resident, non-resident Hunting, Fishing and Archery licenses are available at the Town 
Office. 
  Residents 16 years old or older obtaining an Adult License must show proof of a 
previous license, or evidence they have completed a Hunter Safety Course or Archery Hunters Safety 
Course, and a picture ID is a must. We sold 643 licenses last year. 
 
 
RECREATIONAL VEHICLES: 
  All-terrain vehicles (ATVôS ), Snowmobiles and Boats are registered in the Town Office. 
New Registrations require a bill of sale, and payment of sales tax based on the cost of the vehicle, 
boats are subject to excise tax based on age of boat, length and horsepower of the engine. All 
motorized watercraft on inland waters must display a Lake & River Protection Sticker. Cost is $10.00 
for residents & $20.00 for non-residents. ATV & Snowmobile resident renewals, non-residents ATV 
renewals, & season snowmobile registrations can be done on line with a credit card at 
http//www.state.me.us/ifw/index.html.
